Our first Stepping Stone is the most important fiaton to living —
not just a victorious family lifehut life itself
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1 - Spiritual Integrity
and Christ-likeness

This stepping-stone goes straight to
the heart ofiny successful family.

We’'re not talking about religion or
‘going to church’.

We're describing an internal,

personal commitment to follow

Christ and to accept his gracious
forgiveness of the sin that separates
us from God.

For example, only when we truly
understand how much we have been forgiven can wenexfor-
giveness to those that have hurt us deeply in life.

But, oh how we rebel against Christ’'s authorityomr homes and
lives.

I'm told that the following is a radio conversatithrat took place off
the coast of Newfoundland.

Canadians:Please divert your course 15 degrees to the sauth t
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avoid a collision.

Americans:Recommend you divert your course 15 degrees to the
north to avoid a collision.

Don't we sometimes try to tell Jesus—our Lightheugéich way

We argue with him about which way is best when wethe ones
who need to follow His directions.

But ultimately itis our call—whether we will submit to His lordship
or undertake our own self-serving countermeasures.

When ANY individuals of any family make this ded#ion and
lives accordingly, they set themselves up for ssgce

People are not filled with drugs or alcohol, buthwihe Spirit of the
living God.
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Parents work to keep their minds from being consdimmath
material possessions and instead fill their thosightth things
from above (Colossians 3:1-14).

Sexual boundaries are maintained so as to progeahst infidelity,
pornography, and incest.

Men challenge themselves to be the servant-leaofetseir home
(Ephesians 5:25) and, in so doing, set a standasharifice for
everyone else.

And we continue to study the Scriptures in ordeké@p in step
with the Spirit (Galatians 5:25).

There are, of course, thousands of Scripture téxad address
relationships and cast a spotlight on godly living.

Let's sample just a few:

As we read them, think about how life would beehéint for you and
your family if you implemented and followed them:

Put to death, therefore, whatever belongs to yauthdy
nature: sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil diess and greed,
which is idolatry. Because of these, the wrath ol coming.
You used to walk in these ways, in the life you @hged. But
now you must rid yourselves of all such thingstasse: anger,
rage, malice, slander, and filthy language fromnjigqus. Do not
lie to each other, since you have taken off yodrsalf with its
practices and have put on the new self, which isgoeenewed in
knowledge in the image of its Creator. (Colossi3uas

Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and déargd, clothe

yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility,tbpress and

patience. Bear with each other and forgive whatguievances you

may have against one another. Forgive as the loogh¥e you. And
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over all these virtues put on love, which bindsititegether in perfect
unity. (Colossians 3:12-14)

Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envydates not boast, it is not
proud. It is not rude, it is not self-seekingsiniot easily angered, it
keeps no record of wrongs. Love does not deligl®vihbut rejoices
with the truth. It always protects, always trustisyays hopes, always
perseveres. Love never fails. (1 Corinthians 1#&%-8

Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever islapwhatever is right,
whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whateverdisigaable—if
anything is excellent or praiseworthy—think aboutrsthings.
Whatever you have learned or received or heard fn@nor seen in
me—put it into practice. And the God of peace wdlvaith you.
(Philippians 4:8-9)

Do not let any unwholesome talk come out of youuths, but only
what is helpful for building others up accordingheir needs, that it
may benefit those who listen. (Ephesians 4:29)

The applicatiorof these texts can Ipgofound
for your family,

For instance, you might find it much more diffictdtargue with your
ex-spouse if you "don't keep a record of wrongs."

Compassion can help you to be sensitive to youspwho feels
caught between love for you and love for his ordven children.

Gentleness with a child who has made it perfeddgrcne doesn't want
you aroundis a high calling but will eventually help open the door to
that child's heart.

Finding and focusing on what is "praiseworthy"—i&tef rehashing
what is upsetting—helps create energy for problevirsgp and gives
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you hope for the future.

And finally, not letting your children hear "unwieslome talk" about
the others is a gift, just as "building up" yournldhen’s stepparents
(especially the stepparent in the other home)gidta

We should all be reminded that God's wewlly does work best.
We can argue with his directions or comply with tghthouse.
Which are you doing?

Well, let’s ‘unpack’ some of the Bible verses watjuead, and apply
thempractically to marriage and family life.

Slide # 10 - Heading and Photo
2- Listening

The second stepping-stone involves
one of the hardest skills iIn
relationships—stening

If family members are not willing to
hear one another, they can't know
how tolove andhonorone another.

Listening is a process by which
persons set aside their own agendas
long enough to tune in to someone
else’s.

This allows you to see another
perspective and gain insight into that person’sirigs, desires, and
goals.
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In contrast, an unwillingness to listen and valhe perspective
of another person results in feelings ofvahdation and
unimportance.

Even though opinions will differ, everyone all relationships has
the needo be heard

When conflict erupts, the biblical admonition toe"lguick to listen
and slow to become angry" is of tremendous valaengék 1:19).

During conflict, most persons want so badly to bard that thevalk
over others, or are devising their next comment wheay'te
supposed to be listening.

Proverbs 18:13 reminds us that, "he who answersrédistening—
that is his folly and his shame."

It takes great discipline, but people who can agpby principle of
listening first to understand the other beforerigyito be understood,
will find their conflicts de-escalating and more prooct
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3 - Understanding

Listeningis the skill that makeanderstandingpossible.

It can be difficult to
fully understand
someone else's
perspective,

...but standing in
another's shoes in order
to see the world from
that person's point of
view Is a good first step.
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During the conflicts that all pastors/leaders facéave come to
realize that people who ‘attack’ or ‘criticize’ usor try to ruin our
ministry - do so because théywnestlybelieve they areight and
need to do it.

Understanding this — and listening to them, goe$oragy way
towards resolving/disarming the conflict.

To put yourself in the shoes of the other persangour family is a
tremendous act of courage and maturity.

And you need to do it.

You may find, for example, that a child or stepdtslresentment
of you is not farfetched given how they have beert by others in
the past.

Or you may discover that your husband's style e€igline makes
sense once you understand what he experiences firdtimarriage
or family of origin.

The key is to put yourself in the shoes of anotred wonder what
It must be like to be that person.

Ask yourself.
What events in this person’s life has cumulatech&dxe them the
unigue person they are today?

What losses has he or she experienced through life?
How do the other members of our family treat thesgon?
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How do | treat him or her?

If | were this person, how
would | like to be treated by
someone in my position?

What burdens or
responsibilities are they
carrying?

Such understanding will help
you develop empathy for each
member of your family, which in
turn  helps you relate more
effectively.
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4 - Perseverance

Life is filled with trials, tribulations, and chalhges — especially,
according to the Bible married ife! (Remember % Corinthians
7:28D)

It is the norm for all types of families (biologi¢caingle parent, and
stepfamily) to experiment uncertainty, disillusiommy, and
discouragement for the first few years of marriagefamily life.

But the stepping-stone gferseverancean carry you through these
difficult times.

The heart of your perseverance will be, and is, your relatiap and
commitment to the Lord, and His relationship anthootment to you
In return.

What I'm talking about is beingeterminedand sticking with
your marriage and family when the going gets tough.
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It is a determination to stick with the marriageee\hough you don’t
want to.

However, you should not stick around when abuseysipal —
emotional or spiritual bondage or dangea reality,

But it's your choice to forgive your spouse if they are unfaithf
towards you.

| can tell you that forgiveness IS possible, arat thpersonally know
of many couples who have worked through unfaitrdagérand now
have a healthy, stable and strong marriage.

Sometimes though, you aren’t given the option, &odr spouse
leaves, or for the above reasons, you need to xawueself.

In effect, determination says,
"Trusting God to be faithful as
the Lord of Possibilities, | will be
faithful and persevere in my
marital responsibilities even if
this marriage and family is not
what | want it to be."

Determination, then, can be quite
costly, but it also paves the way
for a growing relationship.
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5- Commitment

Determination, when combined
with the decision to persevere,
results in a strongommitmento building your family.
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The bedrock of this commitment is dedication to rybord, and to
your spouse.

| remember when Debbie and | were first marriedd goeople
would ask usvhat it was like

We would respond, ‘It’'s awesome! It's tlsecondbest thing we’re
ever done!’

The first —bestthing was submitting our lives to the Lord Jesus
Christ!

But sometimes we need to be reminded that our aharttws were
not multiple-choice questions.

The preacher probably didn't let you choose: ‘tHke richer, for
better, and in health—but | won't commit to pooffer, worse, or in
sickness."

A few years ago | heard about a young man who agpgred the
minister during the wedding rehearsal and madednroffer.

"Look, I'll give you $100 if you'll change the wedd vows. When
you get to me and the part where I'm to promiséotee, honor, and
obey' and ‘'forsaking all others, be faithful to Herever,' I'd
appreciate it if you'd just leave that part out."

He then gave the minister the money and walked away

At the wedding, when it came time for the groonstate his vows,
the minister looked him straight in the eye anddsdwill you

promise to prostrate yourself before her, obeydwwary command
and wish, serve her breakfast in bed every moroingpur life, and
swear eternally before God and your lovely wifettigau will not

ever even look at another woman, as long as ydusiull live?"
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The groom gulped, looked around, and of course S¥iels." He then
leaned toward the minister and hissed, | thoughtae a deal." As
the minister slipped the $100 bill back into thean's hand, he
whispered,

"She made me a much better offer!"

Commitment means remaining dedicated to the vowexpgessed
on your wedding day.

Couples then make a decision every day of thesrwhether or not
they will live up to those words.

If they choose not to,
their family — or step
family - will  not

survive the journey.
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6 - Patience

Family integration -
between a husband
wife, siblings or
blended families hardly
ever happens aguickly
as adults want it to.

It just doesn't happen
on their timetable.

Stepfamily researcher
James Bray discovered that stepfamilies don't bemgithmink or act
like a family until the end of the second or thyehr.
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Furthermore, Patricia Papernow, author of the b8akoming a
Stepfamily,discovered that it takes the average stepfamilyesev
years to integrate sufficiently to experience irgon and
authenticity in step relationships.'

Fast families can accomplish this in four yearsthg children are
young and the adults are intentional about brindingir family
together.

However, slow families, according to Papernow, ¢take nine or
more years.

In my experience, very few adults come into theepsamily — or
marriage - believing it will take this long.

They want a quick, painless blending process.

In fact, if they had known the journey would take Isng, they
might not havesigned onn the first place.

When you consider the relational dynamics withifamily, or a
blended family — no wonder it can take so long!

In an average family of two parents and two kidsydu know
how many possible relationships there are? Answe

With a family like my own, now witl® members, there is a
possibility of36 relationships!

In a larger, or blended family, with step-parerasd step-
Grandparents, there can easily be arolégeople involved in
the immediate family — that equateslt?0 possible
relationships!!!

It's been said that blended families don’t havdaaily tree’, they
have a family forest!
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This complex forest simply takes titoentegrate.

Just as a side note: Within a ‘blended Spiritualifg such as meets
here today, with around 120 adults and childrenyaloknow the total
amount of possible relationships?

Answer: 7149possible relationships!
