Romans calls the Old Testament a ‘schoolteachd&€aoh, and point
us to Christ.’

‘It would be best that you didn’t preach or teable imembers of your
congregation the truth about what you have justireéhey probably
would not be able to accept or understand it.’

Often times we have accepted or developed misctinospand
misunderstandings about God and the Bible — baseohd ourown
experiences or deficits, me included!

And because they are so ingrained into our ownopaitgy and
dysfunctions-

...many Christians are not willing or prepared to fdeepain and
effort to changenot only their understanding about Gdult about
themselves, their personality and their past.

Such as one young woman who had suffered a teadueent while
a non-Christian that left her maimed for life.

This lady believes God punished her for her unbale therefore she
Is disabled for life, and if she doesn’t take ewanrd of Scripture
literally, God will punish her again.

| asked her about the passage of Scripture tHatu®lto ‘cut off our
right hand, or pluck out our right eye if it causeissto sin’, asking her
if this too was meant to be taken literally.

‘Yes’, she replied; ‘Along with every word of Sctyse, we must take
it literally and obey it"

“Then why do you still have two hands and two eyés®ked her.

‘That’s where the doctrine of grace comes into pl8ie replied.
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“God expects every one of us to do this literdbyt because we don’t
have the strength or will-power to do this, Godyfees us and
showers us with His grace — that's why Jesus diethe Cross!

This, my brothers and sisters, is a FALSE GOSPHebaipon the
hurt and life experiences of this unhappy persad,their
misconception of God because of them.

This woman didn’t understand that growing in Chnans growing
in self-awareness and growth of character

It means allowing Christ to bring healing to ourtsuchanging our
sorrow into joy, our mourning into dancing, andiing our pain into
purpose.

Now, although this is an extreme, many Christiaay, to greater or
lesser degrees, have formed God, the Bible, andt{2mity into what
THEY think it is or should be

It's as if there are at least two stage®ur journey as Christians.

1. The first is when we come to Christ, and form acpption of
who WEthink God should be.

2. The rest of the journey, is when we discover thithtand
misconceptionand seek to find God for who HE is in Himself —
in truth and reality — outside, above and beyondtw¥ethink or
expect Him to be.

And the same needs to be said about His holy WbedBible.

Sadly, like the well meaning Jews, some Christtadsy have even
turned the Bible into an idol, and true-grace ilefgalistic-grace.
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| will explain these things later, and help us finath and freedom.

In a nutshell, the theological term for this isgesis— which
describes a person who doesamiderstand how their own
experiences, prejudices, culture and personalipacts upon how
they view and understand God and Scripture.

Basically, they lack personal insight and self-aamass of how their
own fallen human nature DOES impact how they vigmgerstand
and relate to both the Bible, God and the church.

The opposite, and the positive side that we sheeudtk to attain to, is
Exegesis

Simply put, exegesis is the understanding of Sargand Christianity
within it's cultural, geographical, historical, etramal, and
grammatical genre in which it is written!

It describes a person who has self-awareness aadrna insight into
how their own personality, upbringing, personalligmges and
culture impacts upon how they view God, Scripturd &hristianity.

It describes a person who has allowed the HolyitSiiGod to
continue a work of transformation upon their cheeaand life!

A healthy Christian who can look themselves inrtheor, see below
the surfaceand say with confidence and grace, ‘| know wiaonl as a
child of God?!’

That's why Christianity can never be done in seargirivate.

That’s why the charismatic awakening of a ‘persarkdtionship with
Christ’ — while true and healthy and good, has bezdestructive at
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times, making people think they  don’t need relatlips of
accountability and community with other believers.

That's why many teachers and preachers are afrdallithe truth to
their congregations, because they know many pagpiaot handle
the truth

And if they don’t like what they hear,

...will leave that church and go somewhere else ttiexe will ‘have
teachers who will teach them only what they warttg¢ar, and ‘tickle
their ears’ with watered down doctrines.’

Well, do | have your attention yet!

Stay with me on this exciting series, and | pronyse — you willnot
be disappointed.

You might even discover some insights about yoartend life, and
grow into a more healthy and mature person asudtres

Just a word of warning — this might not be easy

It might even beincomfortablegor you.

But please, don’t leave the churetor shoot the messenger

It's a fact, that it requires a lot of energy arii for a little chick to
peck its way out of the egg into new life.

And if you help a butterfly escape from the chrigsat will die.

You see, painful as it is, both the
chick and the butterfly MUST
expel an enormous amount of
effort and struggle in order to
find new life.

If you help them, they will
probably die, because itis at the
exact time of most intense effort
and struggle, that the chick and
the butterfly develop the strength
to survive.

This will be hard to understand for those of us \wh® ‘rescuers’ of
others In trouble.

But, sometimes, we can do more harm by ‘helpingrasduing’
others, than if we simply prayed for them, and cottea them to the
grace of God.

Sometimes God takes people through the ‘hard timfesdnflict, pain
and suffering, in order to develop and mature tblearacter.

Remember, hard times are not bad timveen viewed from God'’s
eternal perspective and purposes.

And by ‘rescuing’ others, we sometimes do them ni@men than
good, and actually fighting against the will of Giod their lives.

Often times, if a person is a chronic ‘rescuerdafender of the
helpless’, it is because they are still longingpéorescued themselves,

...often from a horrific injustice in their own livegsually from their
childhood.

...sometimes years after you have had
exposure to it, unless you receive the
antidote of truth to set you free!

These studies will also be a mirror in
which we see our own reflection, heart
and character, and allow the Truth of
God’s word heal and transform our
lives.

limited to gender.

But this gift of forgiveness and eternal life cahhe yours unless you
willingly accept it. God requires an individual pesise from you. The
following verses from the Bible show God's part godrs in this
process:

God loves you. He wants to bless your life and makdl and
complete.

3:23 (NIV)
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You may have heard someone say, "I'm only human—ahgdo
perfect."
